Other News  

Teen S.T.E.P. 

Thank you to those who attended the inaugural óTeen 
STEPô.   

We looked at the following ideas. 

To learn to become responsible kids need to practice 
responsibility, so teens can get themselves up in the 
morning, buy and care for their own clothes and belong-
ings, be entirely responsible for their own rooms, get 
themselves to and from their regular activities, make 
their own schedules for study and play, take turns to 
plan, shop for and prepare the family meal, contribute 
with a part time job or special home chores, organise 
some family outings, be a community volunteer etc. We 
support them in getting started with any or all of these. 
Dealing with the real world helps teens stay part of óthe 
TEAM.ô    

Teens need to become confident enough to rely on their 
own judgement, so we can help them to start learning 
this by first asking for their opinions when they seek our 
approval on how they look, or for their work on school 
projects/sports effort etc.  We want them to be able to 
learn to make objective decisions on their given school-
work checklists and to make their own judgments on 
their looks, performances etc. We want them to become 
confident decision makers, because there will always be 
others who think differently. We want our teens to be 
able to identify where or what they need to do to change 
or improve any of their chosen endeavours.   

Finally, we looked at the concept of óemotional misbe-
haviors.ô If teens or ourselves use anger at others, we are 
trying to control by fear. If we try to make teens feel 
guilty, guilt is defined as regret without the desire to 
change so shaming probably wonôt work, stress often 
arises primarily from disorganisation. We also men-
tioned apathy, anxiety and depression as signals for car-
ing for and learning with our teens. 

This weekôs óhomeworkô is to come up with our own ide-
as to help our pre-teens start growing their responsibil-
ity in the world.

Year 1                                                   with Skye & Janine  

Year 6                                                                   with Laura  

Our digraphs this week we have focussed on the princes 
to king ñngò - ang ong ung and ing and we have been re-
vising our other sounds. We have been learning about 
similes and comparing two different objects using the 
words ólikeô and óasô. We then created our own creatures 
using our imagination, gave them a name and described 
them by painting pictures using similes.   In Numeracy 
we are continuing to work with the 100ôs chart and we 
have discussed the different patterns that we have no-
ticed. We are also learning to add and subtract bigger 
numbers such as 24.                                                                
In Geography we have used our imagination and made 
futuristic homes using paper. The children have then 
formed groups and joined their homes to make towns- 
linking the homes with roads. Their has been plenty of 
discussion about what cars will look like and how they 
will travel. Each group has allocated themselves with 
jobs and one group has even created a Shire.                                                                                            
In Science we experimented with different materials and 
how we can change them. Such as twisting, bending, cut-
ting, stretching and squeezing. We looked at how this 
changed their shape and how objects were different to 
each other and how they responded to these processes.  

Our PATHS person this week was Lily. Thank you Lily 
for your helpfulness and service. We have reshuffled 
news and changed the topic this week to free choice. 
Next weeks news is wonderful words.                                                                                   
The Year 1 class meeting will be held on the 26th August 
at 3.10pm in the Year 1 classroom.

We are all feeling grateful and focusing on empathy and 
kindness to others next week. 

Year 4                                                      with Sara & Troy  

This week, much to the children's delight, our snail eggs 
have started hatching and we have some extremely tiny 
snails which the children have enjoyed looking at with 
magnifying glasses. Children have been looking at photos 
of spider webs and creating spider webs for the spiders 
they have made. As children had to decide how they were 
going to make their spiders and their webs it involved 
them using high level thinking skills such as applying 
knowledge, decision making, problem solving, evaluating 
and creating. We have continued to isolate and verbalise 
the initial sounds in words and have been blending at the 
onset and rime level e.g. "Can you guess what picture I 
have?  It is a 'b'  (pause) 'in'.  

Have a wonderful weekend. 
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We have had a busy week learning about collective nouns. 
The students chose an animal and researched the group 
name for it. There were some interesting discoveries ï a 
smack of jellyfish. We are continuing to write our proce-
dure and learning how to edit our work to check for mis-
takes. In maths this week our learning intention is to be 
able to weigh an object and read the scales We also com-
pleted the final of our Potato Olympic events. We are still 
focusing on the 7 timetables as well. This week we com-
pleted our first Keeping Safe lesson for the term and had a 
class discussion about Cyber Safety with the various types 
of media. Our trip to Redgate, for Adopt A Spot was a 
huge success. Not only did we have beautiful weather but 
the kids planted over 700 pig face plants! A massive 
thanks to James for driving our bus.                                                    
Just a reminder that the class meeting is on next Wednes-
day the 19th of August. 

Year 3                                            with Kate, Jacki & Bel  

This week in our Keeping Safe program we covered the 
topic of óRisk-takingô. The children categorised various 
activities under the four headings of 1. Scary but fun 2. 
Scary, not fun but safe 3. Scary, not fun, not safe 4. fun, 
not safe. 

We then discussed a range of scenarios and the children 
expressed their thoughts on the level of risk they felt was 
involved in each. We identified factors that help to keep 
us safe and minimise the risk in situations, for example, 
adult supervision, safety equipment and rules. 

Year 5                                        with Jacob, Bel & Jasmin  

This week we have been covering decision making in 
Mindfulness. We explored our decision making methods 
looking at little decisions we make on a daily basis and 
more far reaching ñbig decisionsò. We have discussed the 
influences of our decision making and the need to 
acknowledge oneôs personal values when making a deci-
sion, honouring gut feelings and oneôs own wisdom, as 
well as the wisdom and experience of others (parents, 
grandparents). Thank you for all of the interview sheets 
for HASS that I have back from children. Donôt worry if 
you havenôt had time yet to complete the interview- try 
and fit it in so that the conversation in class gets richer 
and deeper, it is really helping to make what would nor-
mally be a dry topic more meaningful and personal to stu-
dents.   

Pre -primary   with Ann, Shaunna, Julie, Raine & Jasmin  

This week we have been exploring the world of mud! Af-
ter the children were observed creating mud volcanoes in 
the sandpit we then looked at videos of erupting mud 
volcanoes. We have read a range of stories about mud 
and mud puddles and have had a go at making different 
types of mud using a range of materials. It has also been 
a wonderful medium to encourage descriptive words.    
In our maths sessions we are continuing to focus on add-
ing amounts together to make 10 as well as weekly prac-
tise of number formation.
